A virtuoso collection, cleverly conceived to meet the requirements of each moment of the day and to fulfil the desires of those who appreciate a positive style based on intrinsic elegance. Presented in a series of lines and colours ranging from black to green through touches of red and grey. The visual inspiration is linked to the changing seasons, clearly revealing the root values of the Armani world, where the future is interwoven with recurrent strands from the past, providing a reinterpretation of the silhouette to suit contemporary taste.

An interesting new development is the Vintage City Country range: the ultimate fusion between vintage retro and a casual, almost tailored cut that confers an irresistible metropolitan nuance to what was originally rough hewn country style. Always retaining the same optimistic outlook.

A brilliant conclusion: the Fashion Visitors theme, which blends aesthetic ideas from the Eighties, crossovers from the art scene and vibrant colours which add brightness to the day and joie de vivre to the evening, in a continuous exchange of moods. So much so that green, a classic daytime colour, could now be seen as the new black.

The depths of winter also resonate with the essence of the Armani universe, with its irresistible shades of colour between beige and grey, navy blue and black: to emphasise the dimensions and very soft silhouette, always in a decisively cool and contemporary design. Resulting in the carefree, laidback style of clothes that can be worn as easily in the day as in the evening, in the office or at the cocktail hour.

Utterly original and seductive, the Tallulah theme is inspired by the twenty year old daughter of Lady Amanda Harlech, herself a fashion icon whose own wardrobe, overflowing with the most precious examples of haute couture, is a treasure trove of timeless elegance. Tallulah, a rock and roll girl, mixes rare pieces selected from her mother’s wardrobe with jeans and leather jackets. The look is romantic, with strong dark overtones.

This penchant for eccentricity is confirmed in the Bodymap range: strong colours and exaggerated shapes are teamed with body hugging styles. Black and white stripes are worn alongside lively shades like poppy red and vivid violet. Once again the mood brings back the Eighties, updated and reinterpreted, to give the evening wear a radiant appeal and a modern profile.
Trousers figure strongly throughout the whole collection: with low or medium waist, skinny or straight leg: soft and turned up at the hem; carrot shaped finishing above the ankle; or sometimes in a classic combat style; or even in an unusual harem version. A strong encounter between sport and the Orient.
